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The Peoples Bank represented Lance Newman with BeeHive Homes has filed an application requesting a
Conditional Use Permit in accordance with the Zoning Ordinance Table 4.2, Article 4.21.1 (C) and Article 2.5 to
allow an “Assisted Living Facility” in a R-2 district.

The tax parcel number is 067L-0-35-012.000. The property is located south of and adjacent to Diamondhead
Drive West at the western entrance of Laa La Way. The property is also located generally north of and adjacent
to fairway #14 of the Cardinal golf course. The property is also [ocated between 85531 and 95511 Diamondhead
Drive West. The property is in an R-2 zoning district.
